4 He removed the high places and broke the pillars and cut down the Asherah. And he broke in pieces the bronze ser-
pent that Moses had made, for until those days the people of Israel had made offerings to it (it was called Nehushtan).

4 All
the assembly agreed to do so, for the thing was right in the eyes of all the people. 5 So David assembled all Israel from
the Nile2 of Egypt to Lebo-hamath, to bring the ark of God from Kiriath-jearim. 6 And David and all Israel went up
to Baalah, that is, to Kiriath-jearim that belongs to Judah, to bring up from there the ark of God, which is called by
the name of the Lorp who sits enthroned above the cherubim. 7 And they carried the ark of God on a new cart, from
the house of Abinadab, and Uzzah and Ahioswere driving the cart. 8 And David and all Israel were celebrating before
God with all their might, with song and lyres and harps and tambourines and cymbals and trumpets. 9 And when they
came to the threshing floor of Chidon, Uzzah put out his hand to take hold of the ark, for the oxen stumbled.

2 Kings 23: 1-26

2 Chronicles 34

33 And Josiah took away all the abominations from all the territory that belonged to the people of Israel and made all
who were present in Israel serve the Lorp their God. All his days they did not turn away from following the Lorp, the
God of their fathers.

2 Chronicles 15

12 And they entered into a covenant to seek the LoRrD, the God of their fathers, with all their heart and with all their
soul, 13 but that whoever would not seek the Lorp, the God of Israel, should be put to death, whether young or old,
man or woman.

8 Moreover, in Jerusalem Jehoshaphat appointed certain Levites and priests and heads of families of Israel, to give judg-
ment for the Lorp and to decide disputed cases. They had their seat at Jerusalem. 9 And he charged them: “Thus you
shall do in the fear of the Lorb, in faithfulness, and with your whole heart: 10 whenever a case comes to you from your
brothers who live in their cities, concerning bloodshed, law or commandment, statutes or rules, then you shall warn
them, that they may not incur guilt before the Lorp and wrath may not come upon you and your brothers. Thus you
shall do, and you will not incur guilt. 11 And behold, Amariah the chief priest is over you in all matters of the Lorp;
and Zebadiah the son of Ishmael, the governor of the house of Judah, in all the king's matters, and the Levites will
serve you as officers. Deal courageously, and may the Lorp be with the upright!”

2 Chronicles 29-30
